The meeting began by announcing that the Extraordinary General
Assembly meeting is quorate with the presence of shareholders

The Chairman of the meeting proposed appointing Mr. Murtadha
Hassan Hamed, as secretary of the meeting, and Abu Dhabi
Commercial Bank as vote collector, and the General Assembly

approved that appointment.

After that, the Chairman of the meeting asked the shareholders to

start considering the following items of the agenda.
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1.To consider the cancellation of the previous General Assembly
resolution appointing Ernst & Young as the Company's external
auditor, which was approved at the Annual General Assembly
Meeting, based on the recommendation of the Board of Directors
and in light of the reasons and considerations presented by the
Chairman of the Board in his opening address to the General

Assembly.

2. To consider the recommendation of the Board of Directors to
reappoint the Company's current external auditor, Deloitte, and to
approve its audit fees for the financial year ending 31 December 2026
in the amount of AED 1,140,000, based on the reasons and
justifications presented by the Chairman of the Board in his opening

address to the meeting.

The Chairman of the meeting then praceeded with the first item of the
